Feedback with this writing is
given after the assignment has be graded by the teacher. This feedback is used
by the student and teacher to set both individual and class goals for the next
writing task.
The third practice is On-Demand writing. This writing requires students to use
all the strategies, skills and knowledge they have acquired over time to
complete a task that addresses grade-specific curriculum expectations. At CBS
we do On-Demand writing at the beginning, middle and end of year. It
enables us to see what our students know and can do along with what skills
require more instruction and study.
Most writing published in the CBS Express is summative writing with samples
of On-Demand writing depending on time of year. We hope that you enjoy
reading thismonth’s submissions.
