They begin to understand that writing
carries meaning and can tell stories. Teachers emphasize letter recognition and basic phonics.

> Elementary School (Grades 1-5)

construction, gradually progressing to paragraphs and short essays. Emphasis is placed on correct
spelling, grammar, and punctuation. Narrative, descriptive, and informative writing are introduced,
allowing students to explore various genres.
